2021 Annual Meeting Accessibility and Travel Grant Policy

APSA will provide accessibility and travel grants to attend the APSA Annual Meeting to U.S. graduate students, international graduate students studying in the U.S., unemployed members, international scholars, community college faculty, contingent faculty, unemployed faculty, and any faculty member who has been furloughed or experienced a reduction in available research funds from their college/university.  First time attendees and those on the job market or tenure track will receive priority consideration.

These grants are intended to defray the costs of participation in the meeting, including food, childcare or elderly care, Wi-Fi or internet connection fees, or hardware/software, and auxiliary aids and services for individuals with hearing or vision disability.

Accessibility grants will be made up to $190 USD for reimbursement of the above costs.  They will only be available to those participating in the Annual Meeting virtually.  Travel grants will only be available to those participating in the Annual Meeting in-person.

To be eligible for an APSA grant, you must:

· Maintain your APSA membership through the conclusion of the Annual Meeting (October 2021)
· Submit itemized receipts for all expenses, an APSA-provided expense form, and your registration receipt as proof of attendance after the conclusion of the Annual Meeting
· APSA does not cover expenses submitted without an itemized receipt that includes all the following information:
· The name of the business
· The date when the purchase was made
· The items purchased
· The price of each individual item
· The total amount of the bill
· The method of payment
· Complete a W-8 BEN or W-9 form and return it to APSA if you are selected to receive a grant
· Agree to submit your itemized receipts, expense form, and registration receipt to APSA by a date to be determined by Association staff after the conclusion of the Annual Meeting
If we do not receive your receipts by the pre-determined deadline, you will lose access to reimbursement for your accessibility costs.

Full list of costs covered by an accessibility grant:

· Childcare/elderly care
· Wi-Fi/internet connection
· Hardware/software
· Auxiliary aids and services for individuals with hearing or vision disability
· Meals
Unless a cost has been explicitly listed above, it is not covered by an accessibility grant.

Full list of costs covered by a travel grant:

· Bus, train, plane, or other transit tickets
· Mileage costs for car travel
· Hotel, hostel, or Airbnb costs (including Wi-Fi)
· Meals
Unless a cost has been explicitly listed above, it is not covered by a travel grant.

Further, APSA grants do NOT cover the following costs:

· Alcohol: APSA does not reimburse receipts for alcoholic beverages
· APSA membership or Annual Meeting registration fees: Your grant does not cover Association membership or registration for the Annual Meeting


This grant money is reportable income and treated as non-employment compensation by the IRS.  To accept
an accessibility grant, you must complete and return a W-9 or W-8 BEN to APSA.

To receive the accessibility grant funds, you must submit itemized receipts for all expenses, your attendance badge, and an APSA-provided expense form.
